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Eleven Rural Communities Awarded Free Trees this Spring
Pilot Program Supports Public Shade and Beautification Projects

ANNAPOLIS, MD (March 19, 2008) — Eleven rural communities have been selected to receive
trees through a new pilot project sponsored by the Rural Maryland Council and the TREE-Mendous
Maryland Program of the Maryland Department of Natural Resources (DNR) Forest Service.

“This partnership is a prime example of how we are working in a more sustainable way to
preserve and protect our natural resources and the quality of life that we enjoy as Marylanders,” said
Governor Martin O’Malley.

This joint project set out to identify rural communities and/or organizations that could plant trees
on public property to provide shade, add greenery or re-green a public area. To be eligible, trees had to
be planted to create shade, wildlife habitat, beautifying town streets and to achieve other purposes
related to preserving and expanding urban and community forests.

“We are very pleased to partner with DNR’s TREE-Mendous Maryland Program to offer this
exciting opportunity to our rural communities,” said Rural Maryland Council Executive Director David
M. Jenkins. “Many rural communities have such pressing needs that they simply do not have the
resources to purchase trees for shade and beautification projects. That is indicated by the fact that we
had many more applicants than we could handle. We are grateful to DNR and the TREE-mendous
Maryland Program for making this project possible.”

The agency, organization or local government that applied is responsible for obtaining
appropriate permits, planting the trees and ensuring that the trees are properly cared for after they are
planted, which includes watering, pruning, mulching, and possibly staking if needed. DNR provides
technical assistance.

“Trees perform environmental services that directly benefit the quality of life in both urban and
rural communities,” said DNR TREE-Mendous Coordinator Terry Galloway. “In addition to their
aesthetic values, trees provide cool comfort for pedestrians on hot days, improve water quality, and
absorb and store greenhouse gases, thus removing air pollution from the local atmosphere.”

Trees are provided by DNR's Maryland Gift of Trees Program. Manpower from Maryland's
Conservation Corps is available in certain locations.
